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The Boy Scout Program is challenging and develops confidence, leadership, and citizenship. Itis an
organization run by the scouts under adult supervision and guidance, and centers on the outdoors and the
"patrol system" (a group of 8-12 boys) of organization and leadership. It is “fun with a purpose.”

WHAT DOES TROOP 22 HAVE TO OFFER?

*  Qur leaders are both trained and experienced. Most Assistant Scoutmasters have completed
Scoutmastership Fundamentals (a five day training course) and many are members of the Order of the
Arrow. In addition, our Scoutmaster, and a number of Assistant Scoutmasters have completed Wood
Badge, a training course that requires a year or more to complete.

*  We are fortunate to have a great deal of parent participation. We encourage parents to get involved, go
camping with the Troop, go on service projects, or contribute any way you can! Your interest and
enthusiasm in the program influences your son’s success in Scouting.

Notes for new Scouts and Parents: For the Crossing the Bridge weekend April 9", 2011 your son will need
his uniform - a tan BSA Scout shirt with the Chester County Council Patch and the "22" troop numbers on
the sleeve (Arrow of Light patch is the only Cub patch that transfers to Boy Scouts), shoulder loops and a
neckerchief slide.
